¢ Islamic Prison Dawah (Ministry): We work within correctional facilities to provide
guidance, education, and a pathway to redemption and change for incarcerated
individuals.

¢ Reintegration — Post Release Support: We provide comprehensive support after an
individual’s release to ensure they have a stable foundation to successfully and
permanently rejoin society.
